	· Parents are asked in writing at the beginning of each School year to notify the school of any food allergies which their child may suffer from.

· Principal should inform SMK and make them aware of these allergies.  SMK to take appropriate action to avoid the use of this food in the SMK.

· Send a letter home to all parents informing them that a child at the school suffers a food allergy, this food should not be sent to school in packed lunches, snacks, birthday cakes etc

· Class teacher is made aware of the child’s allergy and monitors the situation accordingly.
	· Personal emergency care plan in place for each child who suffers from allergies. 
· The child’s reaction to contact with this food may be so severe that they may require staff to administer medication.  Staff should be fully trained in administering this and have written consent of parents before doing so. 

· Staff should undergo annual training in the use of EpiPens if required.
