	· Ensure correct handing techniques are being practiced, if in doubt seek assistance

· Lift goals clear of ground when moving, do not drag
· Ensure storage facility is adequate and close to deployment area.

· Ensure goals and nets comply with relevant British Standards, BS EN 748/8462/749.

· Ensure appropriate weights, chains, locks and clips are purchased along with the posts, ensure correct anchorage is provided.
· Suitable maintenance regime in place for posts and nets, stability and strength tests have taken place with records being maintained.

· Posts must be properly anchored/ weighted in-line with manufacturers’ guidance.

· Post and nets should only be used on a level/ area
· Ensure manufacturers labels are visible and test certificates available
	· Ensure children/ users do not climb/ hang on posts, misuse equipment

· Remove posts and nets when not in use, if not permanent fixture.

· Make sure fault reporting system in place are staff are aware of the system.

· Goals should be visually inspected prior to the start of every session and each time repositioned.

	· Avoid using wooden goal posts and posts with hooks/ protruding parts. Metal hooks on nets should not be used.
· Avoid homemade type goals and nets, DIY welding and any altering of posts not in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

· Only use manufacturers recommended replacement parts. 

· Ensure there is adequate runback areas – goals over 5m wide should have a runback of at least 2 metres, goals under 5m wide should have a runback at least 80% of the height of the goal.
	· Inspect once a week or every time used, check for rust, missing bolts, sockets becoming loose, broken or missing net fixings, broken card in the net, bent sections or other damage.

· Ensure that staff are following manufacturer’s instructions, carry out spot checks on staff assembling equipment and on the equipment itself for defects.
