SELB FUNDING FOR YOUTH INTERVENTION PROGRAMMES
The Southern Education and Library Board (SELB) is inviting applications for funding for programmes which will engage those young people most at risk of becoming involved in social unrest, in a range of diversionary activities this summer.

The SELB Youth Service has received £126,000 from the Department of Education and the Office of the First Minister and Deputy First Minister (OFMDFM) for the provision of two Youth Intervention Programmes.

Programme 1 is aimed at work in areas of social unrest or in areas where there is the potential of heightened social unrest. Applicants must show how they propose to identify/target the specific beneficiaries i.e. those disengaged young people to be involved.  The total funding available in this category is £66,000 with a maximum award per programme of £3,000. 

Programme 2 is aimed at diverting young people from involvement in sectarian activities, civil disorders or other crimes, during the summer period and at high-risk times. This programme is targeted at areas where there has been evidence of increased or potential heightened tension, on weekend evenings and during the traditional marching season, such as recognised interfaces and ‘hot spots’. Applicants must show how they propose to identify/target the specific beneficiaries i.e. those disengaged young people to be involved. Individual projects under this heading will attract up to £6,000 from an overall pot of £60,000.
Application for support under the programmes is invited from groups registered with the SELB Youth Service and from bona fide voluntary or community organisations that have experience of working with young people.

Units must provide a copy of their constitution, child protection policy, proof of Access NI compliance, insurance details and bank account details.  The closing date for applications is Wednesday 1st June at 4pm.
