The funding available for the 2007/08 Curriculum Reserve Fund is £503,000.

The criteria for Curriculum Reserve Support Fund are published in the Common Funding Scheme for the Local Management of Schools (Section 4.32).  The Common Funding Scheme for the Local Management of Schools (Section 4.32) states that the Board may take account of such factors as it considers appropriate, for example, the financial position of the school, pupil teacher ratio, teacher contact time.

As in 2006/07 the allocations from the Curriculum Reserve Support Fund are unlikely to be sufficient to facilitate the withdrawal of any redundancy notice already issued.

I have enclosed a copy of CRSF1 which must be completed by schools seeking to make application to this fund.  The completed application form should be returned to the Board on or before 18 May 2007.  Schools will be notified of the outcome of the applications in due course.

The Curriculum Reserve Support Fund will be allocated to schools, which qualify in accordance with the criteria published in the Common Funding Scheme for the Local Management of Schools (Section 4.32) and as detailed below. 

Schools interested in applying for Curriculum Reserve Support Funding must complete and return the application form to board headquarters not later than 18 May 2007.  Schools must have reviewed and submitted their budget plans on receipt of the actual allocation for 2007/2008 before any consideration can be given to a request for additional financial support.  Schools should not have assumed any allocation from the Curriculum Reserve Support Fund in their initial plans.

Attention is drawn to the guidance to Boards of Governors on the formulation and implementation of salary policy which states that the allocation of funds from the Curriculum Reserve Support Fund will take into account the percentage of the total teacher salary bill which is spent on points of responsibility and discretionary points.  Consideration will also be given to whether or not Boards of Governors have adhered to the advice given by employing authorities in relation to principals’ salaries.  This may disqualify schools from accessing the fund.

CRITERIA

(i) PHASING IN A REDUCTION IN TEACHING STAFF

Where a reduction in teaching staff is necessary and where a budget supplement will enable the school to phase the reduction in accordance with an agreed timetable having regard to the school’s inescapable curricular commitments.

(ii) AVOIDING A REDUCTION IN TEACHING STAFF CAUSED BY SHORT-TERM DIP IN ENROLMENTS

In exceptional circumstances where there is a decline in enrolments of a short-term nature i.e. one year.

(iii) SCHOOLS UNDER A RATIONALISATION PROPOSAL/STUDY OR DEVELOPMENT PROPOSAL

In a case where a development proposal has been approved for more than one primary or secondary school and before the building scheme can be executed one or more of the schools encompassed by the development proposals has inadequate finance to continue, an additional amount will be allocated to secure the continued operation of the school.

(iv) A NEED TO MAINTAIN EXISTING ESSENTIAL CURRICULUM PROVISION

In order to ensure the delivery of the statutory curriculum to pupils of compulsory school age either because:

· a school’s enrolment has risen and sufficient finance is not available to make the necessary curricular provision through the employment of an inadequate number of teachers; or

· a supplement would enable the school to maintain its existing staff where there is a need to maintain essential curriculum provision in order to ensure that the school meets its statutory responsibilities.
