Revised Curriculum – Professional Development Programme for Teachers of P1 and P5: Repeat of Day 1, 2 and 3 courses

As you are aware, during Terms 2 and 3 of last school year, C.A.S.S. provided three days of training specifically for teachers of P1 and P5, to help them prepare for implementation of the Revised Curriculum.  A fourth day of training will be provided for these teachers during the autumn term and details of these courses will be sent to you in early September. 

The purpose of this letter is to ask you to identify any teachers of P1 and P5 who may have missed some or all of these first three days of training.  We are providing a limited “re-run” of these courses in September and October and in order to finalise planning it is essential that we have the names of teachers who require this training as soon as possible.  Please note that these courses are only available to teachers who will actually be teaching P1 and P5 pupils from September 2007 who did not attend the previous courses.  These may be teachers who have had to move, unexpectedly, to teach P1 or P5; teachers who were off work at the time of the previous courses or newly appointed teachers.  Please do not submit names of any other teachers, as the number of places available is very limited.  When we have details of numbers requiring training, we will inform you of the dates and venues for these courses.
Please note that training will be provided for teachers of P2 and P6 from January 2008 and for all remaining teachers from January 2009.  Separate arrangements are being made by G.T.C.N.I. and the Partnership Management Board, to ensure provision of Revised Curriculum training for teachers who are not currently in permanent employment and who are registered with G.T.C.N.I.
If you have any members of staff who require this training, please use the attached reply slips to provide details and return it, by e-mail or fax, NO LATER THAN FRIDAY 7th SEPTEMBER 2007. Please note that there are separate slips for P1 and P5 courses. If you do not have any staff who require the training, there is no need to make a reply.
