UPDATE ON CURRENT CONSULTATION DOCUMENTS

This is to inform schools that in a letter from the Department of Employment and Learning we are informed that the consultation period for the Careers Education, Information, Advice & Guidance Strategy (CEIAG) Consultation has been extended.
