ENTITLEMENT FRAMEWORK

Dear Principal

The Department of Education has recently established a regional group with a remit to develop a co-ordinated approach to the delivery of the Entitlement Framework across Northern Ireland.  It is recognised that developments in this area underpin other important aspects of the E2S Programme and it is accepted that the implementation of the Entitlement Framework must allow schools to proceed in a manner which is manageable, while assisting them to develop a coherent curriculum for their pupils.

An increasing number of post primary schools are now accessing information from the EF Online Audit to inform local collaborative arrangements and it is encouraging to note that approximately 95% of schools have completed the audit.  

The EF Online Audit has considerable potential to help schools identify the most appropriate provision at individual school and at local level and it is planned to examine how best the information currently held in the audit could be used more effectively.  This might include gathering information in relation to provision in the FE sector and possibly an analysis of provision on an area basis.

A deadline was set to close access to the audit tool from 11 May 2007 to allow a regional analysis of data to begin.  The Department are working closely with other education partners to assess the aggregated data to inform future developments.  This information is crucial in determining the “state of readiness” of schools to implement the 24/27 courses (1/3rd general and 1/3rd applied) by September 2009.  An analysis of the aggregated data will help to inform recommendations to the new Minister on how best to proceed with the implementation of the Entitlement Framework.  It should be noted that in undertaking this analysis no school will be identified on an individual basis.

It is hoped that the results of this analysis may inform how best to develop the EF Online Audit as an effective management tool for schools and those supporting them.
