Background

The Board have received a number of requests from primary schools across the Board’s area for information and advice about helping parents and others to set up pre-school or after school groups in school buildings or within the school grounds.  As a result of these enquiries the Board has decide to hold an information session for interested School Principals.
This information session will not be suitable for all schools.

Information Seminar

The seminar is targeted at those schools not currently served by the Surestart, Extended Schools or Neighbourhood Renewal programmes.   The emphasis in pre-school will be on provision for those children who are not already provided for in nursery schools or nursery classes.  The after-school advice will examine options for accessing child care, developing out of school hours learning and local partnership opportunities through the involvement of parents, volunteers and local community/voluntary organisations.

The Board Officers present will include Extended Schools’ staff sharing the learning from after school clubs, CASS staff to review the links with the curriculum and Development, Planning and Support Services in relation to the use of school buildings.  The seminar will be held on Friday the 16th  November  2007 at SELB HQ from 1.30 pm to 4.30 pm.
