As announced at the SELB Post Primary Principals’ Conference in Killyhevlin Hotel; a one-day Area Learning Community meeting has been arranged in each Community for the principal and one member of staff from each school to attend, commencing at 9.30am.
One day’s substitute cover (£150) per school will be available to facilitate attendance [code DF]
This series of meetings follow on from the establishment of the five Area Learning Communities in the SELB region in June 2007.  The purpose of the meeting is to further develop the Community concept to facilitate the needs of all pupils within the Entitlement Framework.  We would hope to provide local and regional information for all schools to inform their planning towards partnership working as applicable.  The meeting will include the following;
· Overview of the curriculum offer in the Area Learning Community

· Input from economic development officer from the local council

· Development of remit of the Area Learning Community

· Consider models of provision e.g.
· The Specialist Schools Programme

· VEP development
· Identify Collaboration issues

The meeting will be a supportive forum for detailed discussion of issues and a source of information. It is recognised that some schools have already set up partnerships to increase curricular provision and it is anticipated that more schools will engage in collaborative arrangements in the future. The meetings will provide a background for moving forward those possibilities.

Follow-up meetings of the Area Learning Communities will be scheduled to take place in Term 2 using, where possible, the dates of the Area of Learning Training days.
Terminology 

The regionally agreed terminology for structures within EF are as follows

The term Area Learning Community to be used to describe the umbrella grouping in an area which involves schools and other providers working on all aspects of collaboration.

The term Local Learning Partnership to be used to describe the specific arrangement involving a number of schools or other providers aimed at providing access to the Entitlement Framework.

These definitions will also be used in the Entitlement Framework 2007/08 Curriculum On-line Audit which will open soon for schools to complete.  Aidan McCormick will write to inform you of the details at the end of October 2007.
