Please find attached information on a China related British Council competition which may be of interest to your school.  The information has been passed on to me by colleagues in British Council London, who are working in this area. The competition, supported by CHINA NOW and the HSBC Global Education Programme, is for UK primary schools with an existing link with a school in China. Participating schools could win £5,000 to support their partnership.  Schools are invited to submit an electronic slide presentation on the theme of “What we have found out about our friends in China” by Friday 12 December. 
Interested schools must register with the British Council by Monday 24 November.  All you have to do is email Richard French (richard.french@britishcouncil.org) with the name, address and telephone number of your school and the Chinese partner school, and the name and email address of the co-ordinating teacher.
As you can see, the competition is for students aged 7-11.  This means that primary schools whose last year group is aged 11-12 will be able to enter, but that year group will not be eligible to take part in the project.  (In other words the oldest students that can participate will be in the academic year in which students turn 11.)
