The promotion of STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics) has been established as an area of work within the current Northern Ireland Assembly’s Programme for Government.  
As part of our ongoing support for Technology and Design in relation to this area, the Technology team at Clounagh will be hosting a one day course in the use of ‘Genie’.

Genie is a low cost microcontroller programming system designed exclusively for education.  The Genie system allows pupils to design and test microcontroller systems and circuits.  Through the freely available Genie design studio flowchart software pupils can design and programme a circuit through a simple USB cable.  This system has much more versatility than previous PIC systems, with capability of running up to 4 programs  simultaneously.

The aims of the course are:

· To develop an understanding of the Genie microcontroller programming system;

· To develop a number of sample circuits and programmes;

· To develop a number of applications as to how GENIE can be embedded into the KS3 and KS4 curriculum.
