1. Food in Schools Policy
In response to the growing levels of obesity, the Government has set out a plan called ‘Food in Schools Policy' for schools to provide healthy food options to pupils and for schools to encourage children and young people to eat more healthily.  The Food in Schools policy will play an important part in stopping the rise in obesity levels here.  We want to hear what you think of their plan. 

 2. The Youth Service

Last year over 1500 young people were consulted on what the youth service should be doing for children and young people.  You may have completed NIYF ‘What We Want’ survey which was part of this consultation.  Nine main issues came out of the consultation last year.

7. Changing negative perceptions of young people

8. Future prospects

9. Health
