
Poster Competition 2009
This competition is being run by a multi-agency task group which includes representatives from the NIO, DHSSPS, PSNI and NIFRS.  The group has been established to deliver a Fireworks Public Safety Awareness and Enforcement Campaign.
The competition is open to all pupils in Key Stages 1 - 2.  The overall winner in each Key Stage group will receive a prize and that pupils school will receive a cheque for £250.  There will also be a winner and runner-up selected from each year group, receiving a prize each.

The aim of the competition for pupils in KS1 is to raise awareness of the dangers which can be caused by sparklers if not used safely, for pupils in KS2 it is to promote awareness and understanding of the potential injuries that might be sustained by young people who fail to use fireworks safely..
Schools are invited to submit the top three entries from each year in Key Stages 1 and 2. All entries must be A4 size and submitted on paper to Joanne Cranston,  Northern Ireland Office, Firearms and Explosives Branch, Room A4.24, Castle Buildings, Stormont Estate, Belfast, BT4 3SG.
Ensure that each poster can be clearly identified with the pupil’s name, age, school year and name and address of school. Contact details of the coordinating teacher should also be provided. 

Closing date is Monday 12th October 2009
Prize-winners and their teachers will be invited to a presentation ceremony at Hillsborough Castle on Wednesday 21st October 2009.

The decision of the judges shall be final and no correspondence can be entered into.
