
‘Be a Reporter’ Firework Safety Competition 2009
This competition is being run by a multi-agency task group which includes representatives from the NIO, DHSSPS, PSNI and NIFRS in association with the Belfast Telegraph.  The group has been established to deliver a Fireworks Public Safety Awareness and Enforcement Campaign.
The competition is open to all pupils in years 8 to 10 in Key Stage 3.  The overall winner will receive an iPod Nano and that pupil’s school will receive a cheque for £250.  There will also be a winner and runner-up selected from each year group: the winners will each receive an iPod Shuffle and the runners-up will each receive a voucher.

The aim of the competition is to raise awareness of the fireworks law and depict the consequences of misusing fireworks.  Entrants should write a news report of not more than 300 words that covers both aspects. The information in the C2K library will be a useful resource for information on both these issues.  The Belfast Telegraph will be judging the competiton.

Ensure that each entry can be clearly identified with the pupil’s name, age, school year and name and address of school. Contact details of the coordinating teacher should also be provided.
