Numeracy Strategy:  Catch-up Programme
Dear Principal
Over the last four years more than one hundred schools have successfully participated in the SELB Catch-up Programme in mathematics.  We are now issuing an invitation to a new cohort of schools for 2009-10, subject to the approval of funding by DE. 
Within this model of support, one teacher (P2 teacher or mathematics support teacher) in each selected school will receive three days of training (sub-cover will be provided) to include identifying a group of P2 pupils who are experiencing difficulties in mathematics. A framework will be given for diagnosing difficulties and the school will be assisted in identifying ways to implement a support programme for low-attaining mainstream pupils. Remediation activities will be suggested and a small number of packs of remediation materials and activities will be provided to assist in this process.
Participating schools will be expected to work flexibly with CASS support officers to explore ways of creating time to work with pupils both in class and through withdrawal as a means of improving provision. A further three days’ substitute cover will be available to assist in this work.  One final day of substitute cover will be provided for the teacher towards the end of the year to evaluate the progress made and consider future ways of working.

Selection Criteria

It is anticipated that 24 schools can be accommodated within this support programme which will begin in January 2010. In the event of over-subscription preference will be given to schools which 

· have not previously participated in the Catch-up Programme

· have  identified an area of mathematics as a priority following an inspection

· have concerns about mathematics results at Key Stage 1 and / or Key Stage 2

· are in the highest categories of Free School Meals 

Your application should be made on the attached reply slip and returned to Mrs. Jacquie Uprichard by Wednesday 17th June 2009. It should also be made known to your CASS Link Officer as part of the process of identifying school needs.

Please note that funding arrangements may not be known before September. I will notify the selected schools as soon as possible next term.
