EDUCATION OTHERWISE THAN AT SCHOOL (EOTAS) CHARGE TO SCHOOLS

I write to outline the arrangements for adjustments to be made to the LMS funding to a school in respect of those pupils who are in receipt of education otherwise than at school (EOTAS).   Charges for Primary Schools with pupils in receipt of EOTAS in either partnership or alternative education places will be implemented for the 2009/10 school year with effect from 1 September 2009.

EOTAS may be delivered as follows:-

i. Attendance at alternative education;

ii. Attendance at vocational education projects;

iii. Provision of home tuition for a period of one school term or more.

For the academic year (2009/10) the charge to a school for an individual pupil being provided with any of the above will be approximately 90% of the AWPU pro-rata.  

The Children and Young People’s Services Department will detail in writing to each school any charges to be made to a school budget.

Charge arrangements already in place for placement in the Kinnego Centre remain unchanged.

The Children and Young People’s Services Department will detail in writing to each school any charges to be made to a school budget.  The transfer of charges will be processed as follows:

(i) interim charge by December 2009 for Term 1 (Sept – Dec) of the 2009/10 academic year; 

(ii) charges for Terms 2 and 3 (Jan – Jun) of the 2009/10 academic year will be drawn down by the Education Skills Authority (ESA).
