Transpiration – a demonstration of proof of transpiration - results in less than 5 minutes.

· Something for Chemists

Simple titration – to show volume and pH change.  (15 – 20 minutes)

Demonstration of rate of reaction using Coca Cola and Alka Seltzer

· Something for Physics

Voice recognition – introducing the sound sensor

Speed of sound – a demonstration using 2 sound sensors and a line graph.
